The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signage at 102 E. Fourth Street was presented by Tina Ham
2. The new projecting sign is to be an oval measuring 24” x 36” x 2”.

3. The sign will be fabricated of a smooth textured, painted, high density urethane (HDU).

4. The lettering will be incised or carved into the sign panel.

5. The colors of the sign are to be as shown in the rendering submitted:

Background

Dark Green

Lettering 

Gold with black outline

Logo


Orange red graded to gold

Pinstripe border
Gold

6. The sign will hang from a black metal scroll bracket, and the bracket must be mounted into mortar joints rather than  into brick faces.

7. The sign will be hung on the side of the front façade above the storefront cornice as shown in the drawings submitted to the Commission.

8. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
