CASE # 1299– It is proposed to install operable windows on the Broad St façade of 574 Main St.          OWNER:  Ashley Development.
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mr. Roeder adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install operable windows on the Broad St. façade of 574 Main St. was presented by Barry Pell, architect, and Bernie Berninger of Ashley Development.

2. The HARB had previously approved operable doors on this façade.

3. A new operable windows will more closely match the historic storefront window configuration of the façade.

4. The windows will be wood and will have stile and rail dimensions in the 2”-3” range.

5. The eastern most window will match the operable windows, but will be stationary.

6. The windows will swing to the interior of the space and be placed towards the outer surface of the wall, aligning with the transom panels above.

7. The panel details below the windows will be as shown in the rendered façade.

8. The rear door (#105) shown on the drawings is not included in this approval.

9. The railing at the Broad St. exit must come back to the HARB for approval at a later date.

10. The proposed work was unanimously approved.  This Certificate of Appropriateness is valid for 1 year from the date of approval.
