The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to construct a rear addition and garage at 456 N. New  St. was presented by Lisa Sinks and the architects for the addition.

2. The new addition will be constructed as shown in the drawings dated 7/25/07 submitted to the HARB with the following modifications or clarifications.

3. The existing concrete block garage located on the rear “alley” and the existing metal and glass greenhouse addition to the house are to be demolished as proposed.

4. The new fiber-cement siding will have a 4” exposure instead of the proposed 6”.

5. The new windows and doors in the addition may be aluminum clad as proposed because the addition is at the rear of the property and not visible from N. New Street.

6. The roofing is to be GAF Slateline fiberglass shingles in the Antique Slate color.  All flashings are to be copper or lead-coated copper.
