HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1312– It is proposed to construct a new learning/living dormitory north of Lehigh Street for Moravian College.           OWNER:  Moravian College Housing
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Heimbach and seconded by Ms. Glagola adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to construct a new learning/living dormitory north of Lehigh St. for Moravian College was presented by John Kuna of Hemmler Camayd Architects.

2. This preliminary approval was based on recommendations from the alternate historic preservation consultant, Professor Bruce Thomas.  

3. The HARB recommended Option B with the upper level continuous glass band as the most successful in reducing the perceived height of the new building.

4. The proposed metal roof will be a gray color as indicated in the renderings.

5. As many mature trees as possible must be maintained and protected from construction damage.

6. This approval is for the massing, scale, and general characteristics of the building.  All materials and details must be reviewed by the HARB at later dates.

7. The HARB concurred with the advice of Professor Thomas that the new dormitory met the requirements of Bethlehem’s Historic Ordinance and that it would create no adverse effects on the character and appearance of the historic district.

8. The proposal to was unanimously approved.
