CASE # 252 – It is proposed to add a 10’ x 8’ concrete slab with fencing at the rear of 13 W. Third St.  OWNER:  George Lioudis
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Lezoche adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to add a 10’ x 8’ concrete slab with fencing at the rear of 13 W. Third Street was presented by George Lioudis.

2. The proposed new concrete slab will be located within the landscaped area at the rear of the lot as submitted.  The stone and retaining wall will be untouched.

3. The new fencing will be located on two sides of the slab (the north and east) and will match the existing shadow-box fencing around the existing concrete slab.

4. The new fencing will be allowed to weather naturally.  

5. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
