CASE # 1323– It is proposed to construct a stage in the Sun Inn Courtyard           OWNER:  Sun Inn Preservation Association
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mrs. Shelly adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to construct a stage in the Sun Inn Courtyard was presented by Bucky Szulborski.

2. The new 20’ x 14’ stage will be located in the southwest corner of the courtyard and will be constructed as shown in the plans dated 11/7/07 submitted to the HARB with the following exceptions and clarifications.

3. The aluminum cladding indicated on the elevations will be deleted.

4. The lattice and gusset indicated in the drawings will not be installed.

5. The roofing will be GAF Slateline fiberglass shingles in the Antique Slate color.

6. The stage decking will be a Trex-like product in a dark gray color.

7. The railing will have a traditional character and be fabricated of a Trex-like material.  The balusters will be a minimum of 1-1/2” square and a maximum of 2” square.

8. The sign on the front skirt board will be routed as indicated in a serif style letter.

9. The proposal was unanimously approved.  This Certificate of Appropriateness is valid for 1 year from the date of approval.
