The HARB upon motion by Mr. Benner and seconded by Mr. Wolle adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace windows at 229 E. Wall St. was presented by Robert Cornelius.

2. The existing deteriorated windows may be replaced with new wood, 1 over 1 double-hung windows wth flat casing.

3. The new windows must fit the size of the existing masonry openings as closely as possible.  No substantial reduction in the size of the openings will be permitted.
