HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1329– It is proposed to replace aluminum windows with aluminum clad windows at 229 E. Wall St.         OWNER:  Robert and Angelika Cornelius
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Benner and seconded by Mr. Wolle adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace aluminum windows with aluminum clad windows at 229 E. Wall St. was presented by Robert Cornelius.

2. Last month the HARB approved the replacement of aluminum windows with wood windows.

3. This month the applicant asked that the HARB evaluate the replacement of the aluminum windows and storm windows with new aluminum clad windows with insulated glazing.

4. The HARB determined that the proposed aluminum clad window would be historically appropriate because the original windows in this 1950’s Cape Cod dwelling were aluminum.

5. The new windows are to be Majesty double hung windows manufactured by Harvey Industries.

6. Window openings are to remain full size and not be substantially reduced in size.

7. Because heavy caulk at the perimeter of the existing storm windows will not be able to be completely removed, the HARB accepted the proposal to install new flat moldings in the window returns.

8. The molding material may be wood or a composite material that looks like wood when painted.

9. The proposal to add a new window at the front of the house will be reviewed at a later date provided that a complete application form is submitted by the deadline for the chosen meeting date.

10. The proposed work was unanimously approved.  This Certificate of Appropriateness is valid for 1 year from the date of approval.
