The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signage at 321 S. New St. was presented by Ken Sigafoos.

2. The proposed red vinyl window signage may be installed as submitted with the addition of “TATTOO” in red vinyl at the right end of the store logo/name.  The telephone number will be installed at the bottom of the right hand section of glass.

3. There will be no internally illuminated box signs installed.
