HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1366– It is proposed to install new signage and menu box at 509 Main St.           OWNER:  509 Main Street Development, LP
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Wolle adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install new signage and menu box at 509 Main St. was presented by Chamras Kieskajee.

2. A new 34” x 34” double-sided projecting sign will be installed on the existing black metal scroll bracket to the left of the front door.

3. The new sign will be fabricated of a 1”-2” thick composite material that looks like wood when painted, such as high density urethane foam.

4. The sign’s colors will be dark blue with gold lettering, border, and logo, as submitted.  The lettering style will be serif as shown.

5. The sign may be illuminated with 2 external spot lights mounted to stems from the sign bracket.  The lights should be small and no more than 3”-4” in diameter.  The stems should project no more than 12” from the sign.  A specification for the light fixture must be reviewed by the Historic Officer if the applicant chooses to illuminate the sign.

6. A single, painted wood, shallow menu box with interior dimensions of approximately 8-1/2” x 14” may be mounted to the right side of the door.  The color of the box will match the trim color of the building.

7. The display box must be mounted into mortar joints and not into the brick faces.

8. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
