CASE # 1377– It is proposed to construct a Memorial Garden at the front of 44 E. Market St. OWNER:  Trinity Episcopal Church

The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle seconded by Mr. Heimbach adapted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to construct the Memorial Garden was presented by Bob Romeril and Dave Horn.
2. The project was initially reviewed in June of 2008 and a Certificate of Appropriateness issued for the proposed Garden 
3. Several details and specifications for the work were required to be presented for a second review prior to the issuance of a building permit.
