CASE # 1388– It is proposed to install window signs at 81 W. Broad St.

The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Shelly and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install window signs at 81 W. Broad St. was presented by Dominic Villani and Elias Salameh.

2. A new vinyl window sign will be installed on the center panel of glass of the storefront as proposed.  The graphic will match the rendering presented to the Board in color, size, and design.  The name of the restaurant, “Petra” will be lettered below the graphic in serif style lettering as proposed.

3. The flat wall sign proposed for the transom glass area will be installed on a temporary basis for 90 days.  The background of the sign will be Sherwin Williams “Roycroft Vellum” instead of white as shown in the rendering.  The size (104” x 91”) and design of the sign will be as shown in the rendering presented to the HARB.  The lettering fonts will be Goudy and Mistral as proposed.

4. The oval sign proposed for the wall is not approved at this time.
