HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1396– It is proposed to install a new entry gate at the Lehigh St. entrance of the Hurd Campus Residence Hall.

OWNER:  Moravian College Housing, Inc.
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Benner adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a new entry gate at Lehigh St was presented by Christian Brown, Landscape Architect.
2. The new gate is proposed to be a left-sliding “wrought-iron” type panel supported at either side by brick piers.  The brick will match the brick being used for the new building.  There will be a pedestrian opening on the right side. 

3. The gate will be black powder-coated aluminum. 

4. Shaped bricks are proposed at the water table and the top will be capped with cast stone.  

5. The new gate will have a 16’ wide opening and be located approximately 30‘ from Lehigh St.  The gate will have controlled access.

6. The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
