  HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 299 – It is proposed to install signage and replace the rear door at 110 E. Third St.            OWNER:  Milelli Realty Partners

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Loush and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signage and replace the rear door at 110 E. 4th St. was presented by Christopher D’Amico
2. The signs will be installed and the rear door replaced as proposed with the following clarifications and modifications.

3. The sign to be placed on the front façade of the building will be internally illuminated.  There will be two raceways, one for each word.  The raceways will be painted the same color as the sign band.  The logo and “Equipped” will not be illuminated.  The sign will be 11’ x 3’-6” in size.

4. The sign to be placed on the rear façade of the building will not be internally illuminated.  The sign will be 3’10” x 1’-6”. 

5. Two aluminum signs will be installed in the existing marquee sign.  The signs will slide into the existing structure and will be 78” x 9” in size.   

6. All signs will be blue and white and color as proposed.

7. The rear, flush metal door may be replaced with a new, clear anodized aluminum door with a full light, and clear glass.

8. The proposed work with the above changes was approved by a unanimous vote.
