ORDINANCE NO. _________

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE VACATION,

DISCONTINUANCE AND STRIKING FROM THE CITY'S

GENERAL PLAN OF STREETS OF A PORTION OF

MARSHALL STREET, A PORTION OF CLINTON STREET

AND A PORTION OF EAST NORTH STREET, ALL IN THE

FIFTEENTH (15TH) WARD OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM,

COUNTY OF NORTHAMPTON, PENNSYLVANIA.


WHEREAS, a Petition of the owners of all the properties abutting that portion of Marshall Street, Clinton Street and East North Street to be vacated hereby has been presented to the Council of the City of Bethlehem requesting said vacation; and


WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission at its meeting of January 8, 2009, recommended to City Council the vacation of a portion of Marshall Street from North Street to Broad Street, a portion of Clinton Street from North Street southwardly to the rear of 610 Stefko Boulevard, and a portion of East North Street from Stefko Boulevard to Marshall Street.


NOW, THEREFORE, THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM HEREBY ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:


SECTION 1.  That that portion of Marshall Street as hereinafter described be, and the same is, hereby vacated, discontinued, abandoned and stricken from the City's General Plan of Streets:


ALL THAT CERTAIN tract or parcel of land situate east of Stefko Boulevard along the northerly right-of-way of East Broad Street in the City of Bethlehem, Ward 15 Block 99, County of Northampton, Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, more fully shown on Exhibit “A” attached hereto, bounded and described as follows to wit:


BEGINNING at the intersection of the northerly right-of-way of East Broad Street (50 feet wide) and the westerly right-of-way of Marshall Street (50 feet wide);

Thence along the westerly right-of-way of Marshall Street, North 08°07’43” West, 288.42 feet to a point in line of lands now or formerly of the City of Bethlehem (Former Railroad Spur); 

Thence along lands now or formerly of the City of Bethlehem, South 41°16’12” East, 91.46 feet to the easterly right-of-way of Marshall Street;

Thence along the easterly right-of-way of Marshall Street, South 08°07’43” East, 211.84 feet to the northerly right-of-way of East Broad Street;

Thence along the northerly right-of-way of East Broad Street, South 81°52’17” West, 50.00 feet to the point and place of beginning.


CONTAINING 12,507.0 square feet / 0.2871 acres of land more or less.

SECTION 2.  That that portion of Clinton Street as hereinafter described be, and the same is, hereby vacated, discontinued, abandoned and stricken from the City's General Plan of Streets:


ALL THAT CERTAIN tract or parcel of land situate east of Stefko Boulevard between East Broad Street and East North Street in the City of Bethlehem, Ward 15 Block 98 and 99, County of Northampton, Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, more fully shown on Exhibit “A” attached hereto, bounded and described as follows to wit:


BEGINNING at the intersection of the northerly right-of-way of East Broad Street (50 feet wide) and the westerly right-of-way of Clinton Street (15 feet wide);


Thence along the westerly right-of-way of Clinton Street, North 08°07’43” West, 60.00 feet to the True Point of Beginning;


Thence along the westerly right-of-way of Clinton Street, North 08°07’43” West, 380.00 feet to the southerly right-of-way of East North Street (50 feet wide);


Thence along the southerly right-of-way of East North Street, North 81°52’17” East, 15.00 feet to the easterly right-of-way of Clinton Street;


Thence along the easterly right-of-way of Clinton Street, South 08°07’43” East, 380.00 feet to a point;


Thence South 81°52’17”West, 15.00 feet to the point and place of beginning.


CONTAINING 5,700.00 square feet / 0.1309 acres of land more or less.


SECTION 3.  That that portion of East North Street as hereinafter described be, and the same is, hereby vacated, discontinued, abandoned and stricken from the City's General Plan of Streets:


ALL THAT CERTAIN tract or parcel of land situate along the easterly right-of-way of Stefko Boulevard north of East Broad Street in the City of Bethlehem, Ward 15 Block 98 and 99, County of Northampton, Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, more fully shown on Exhibit “A” attached hereto, bounded and described as follows to wit:


BEGINNING at the intersection of the northerly right-of-way of East North Street (50 feet wide) and the easterly right-of-way of Stefko Boulevard (80 feet wide);


Thence along the northerly right-of-way of East North Street, North 81°52’17” East, 133.27 feet to a point in line of lands now or formerly of the City of Bethlehem (Former Railroad Spur);


Thence along lands now or formerly of the City of Bethlehem, following a curve to the left with a radius of 1210.78 feet, a chord bearing and distance of South 35°54’17” East, 56.51 feet and an arc length of 56.52 feet to the southerly right-of-way of East North Street;


Thence along the southerly right-of-way of East North Street, South 81°52’17” West, 159.60 feet to the easterly right-of-way of Stefko Boulevard;


Thence along the easterly right-of-way of Stefko Boulevard, North 08°07’43” West, 50.00 feet to the point and place of beginning.


CONTAINING 7,309.0 square feet / 0.1678 acres of land more or less.

SECTION 4.  The City reserves unto itself an easement for the maintenance, construction and reconstruction of any underground utilities presently located on or under the vacated streets.  This ordinance is subject to the execution of an easement agreement in recordable form that is satisfactory to the City.


SECTION 5.  That upon final enactment of this Ordinance, the City Engineer be and he hereby is, authorized, empowered and directed to strike from the City's General Plan of Streets that portion of Marshall Street described in Section 1 hereof, that portion of Clinton Street described in Section 2 hereof and that portion of East North Street described in Section 3 hereof as public streets of the City of Bethlehem.


SECTION 6.  That all Ordinances and parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith be, and the same are hereby repealed.
