CASE # 1406– It is proposed to replace a side door at 64 E. Wall St.   OWNER:  Mary Rose Dean
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mr. Benner adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1 The proposal to replace a side door at 64 E. Wall St. was presented by Patrick Wilson.
2 The new door will be an arched, 2” thick wood door with a round window as proposed.

3 The opening will be infilled on the sides of the arch to match the existing stucco.  The new stucco will be painted to match the existing.

4 The new door will be a natural finished mahogany and have an aged brass knob.
5 No aluminum capping is permitted on the exterior trim.
6 Because the house is a stylistically mixed carriage house and eclectic in its detailing, the HARB found the proposed door to be appropriate.  The door is also a secondary door with little visibility from the public rights-of-way.
7 The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
