CASE # 304 – It is proposed to replace the awning and install a window sign and a wall sign at 15 E. Fourth St. OWNER:  Jim Cappock

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Ms. Pongracz adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the awning and install a window sign and a wall sign at 15 E. Fourth St. was presented by Rick and Carmen Garcia. 

2. The existing awning fabric will be replaced with new Sunbrella fabric.  The awning valance will have lettering that reads “Mexican and Caribbean Fusion”.  The color of the awning may be changed to a red/orange color. 

3. The window sign, the letter “Z” surrounded by palm trees, will be installed as designed.  The size may be reduced to meet zoning regulations if necessary.

4. The new wall sign will be 5’ W x 1.7”H x 3” D and read “General Zapata” as shown in the rendering submitted.  It will be constructed out of brushed (not swirly) aluminum /stainless.

5. The wall sign must be mounted to the building in a way that minimizes damage to existing stucco façade. 

6. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
