HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1407- It is proposed to repair and modify the existing front steps and ramp at 459 Old York Road. OWNER: City of Bethlehem
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to repair and modify the existing front steps and ramp at 459 Old York Road was presented by Ralph Carp.
2. The front steps and ramp will be modified slightly to meet current ADA standards.  Those changes include widening the front steps, adding handrails with necessary extensions to both sides of the ramp and steps, and extending the ramp slightly. 

3. The existing steps on the west end of the platform will be eliminated.

4. Rotted wood will be replaced in-kind and painted to match the existing paint color on the building.

5. Because of the constant water problems from periodic flooding, the HARB approved the use of a composite wood product, such as Trex, for the stair treads and ramp surface.

6. The color of the Trex-type material will be a weathered gray, such as Trex’s Winchester Gray sample shown to the HARB at the meeting.

7. The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
