CASE # 1418- It is proposed to restore the façade at 519 Main Street.

The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Sachdev and seconded by Mr. Benner adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to restore the façade at 519 Main Street was presented by Tara Knicos, Bill D’Arcy and Ron Carr.
2. Renovations to the façade of the building will be undertaken as defined in the drawings and specifications submitted to the HARB.  Major work will be done on the 2nd, 3rd and 4th floors.  The first floor will remain as currently configured.

3. The structurally failing parapet wall will be removed to the level of the existing roof and a new wood and composite material bracketed cornice will be installed.  The cornice will match the historic cornice as closely as possible.  Shop drawings of the brackets and profiles for the cornice must be submitted for review by the Historic Officer. 

4. The existing picture window on the second floor will be replaced with two new windows to match the original as closely as possible.  New or salvaged brick will infill the opening between the new buildings.  New windows for the second, third, and fourth floors will be wood windows to match the historic as closely as possible.  New wood lintels will be installed.  Shop drawings for the lintels and their decorative details must be submitted for review by the Historic Officer. 

5. The brick façade will be stabilized and repaired as proposed with decorative (star design) metal ties at the floor levels.  The façade will be painted as proposed.  All colors will be Sherwin Williams:
