CASE # 314 – It is proposed to install neon signs and add the restaurant name to the awnings at 832 E. 4th St.  OWNER:  Charly Loch
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install two neon signs and add the restaurant name to the awnings at 832 E. 4th St. was presented by Charly Loch.

2. The proposed neon signs will read “Charly’s Thai Food to Go” with the telephone number as submitted.  They will be approximately 3’ x 2’ in size with a clear Lexan backer.

3. “Charly’s” and a chicken will be added to the previously approved front awnings.  Charly’s and the chickens will be in yellow and the previously approved “Thai Restaurant” will be in white.   

4. The previously approved awnings will be modified to have a steeper angle (15 degrees) and no valance.  The awnings will have open ends and will project 24” at the bottom.

5. The proposed work with the above modifications was approved by a unanimous vote.
