CASE # 323 – It is proposed to install a sign above the storefronts at 819-831 E. 4th St. OWNER:  Alliance for Building Communities

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a sign above the storefronts at 819-831 E. 4th St. was presented by Heidi Westerman.

2. The proposed sign will consist of individual letters no larger than 6” in size.  The letters will be 1/8” thick plastic in a metallic gold color. The font will be the serif style Americana Bold.

4. The lettering will read “Fowler 4th Street Commons” in all upper case.  The sign will be centered on the façade.
