HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 373 – It is proposed to replace the sign at 728 E. Fourth St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT Rui Melo / Robert Lance

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the sign at 728 E. Fourth St. was presented by Robert Lance.
2. The new sign will be the same size as the existing, 47 ½” x 35 ¾”.  

3. The sign will read “Southside Ink Tattoo” with the telephone number.  

4. “Southside Ink” and the telephone number will be in black lettering; “Tattoo” will be in red lettering with a black outline.  The font will be the third font from the left on the proposed sign sheet.

5. All will be on a white background with black triangular stripes as shown in the rendering.  

6. The sign may not be internally illuminated.

7. No lettering is approved for on the storefront glass.

8. A neon “TATOO” sign may be used but it must be a minimum of 4” away from the glass.

9. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
