I would like to request that the Resolutions adopted granting Certificates of Approval to 4th Street Club Entertainment LP/Christopher Morales for a hot dog vending operation be reviewed by City Council and the Committee of the Historic Conservation Commission – South Bethlehem and Mt. Airy (HCC).   I am also asking whether or not the equipment being used by the vendor is in conformity with the rules established in the Ordinance and approved by the HCC Committee.

The Vendor has not reestablished his vendor license for the year 2012 and has continued to operate regardless.  The Ordinance calls for the vendor’s renewal to be reviewed again by the HCC Committee and approved by Council.  The vendor also needs to pay a fee of $400 for the vendor license renewal. 

I cannot be certain that the above organization was ever issued a formal document from the City for a vendor license for the specific right of way in front of 15 W. Fourth Street. Bethlehem, PA 18015.  This is the only spot which the above mentioned vendor has had a license to operate within. 

I am also assuming the current owner of that address still has granted Mr. Morales and/or his employee the right to operate there.

Attached are copies of Resolutions 2010-98 and 2010-115 that granted Certificates of Approval for the vendor’s operation.  Also attached is a copy of Section 721.05, Sidewalk Vendors, from Codified Ordinance Article 721, Streets and Sidewalks. Section 721.05 B (2) references Stand Design Standards and Vending Cart Design Standards.  In Section 721.05 B (6) it is stated that a license is subject to review by City Council at any time.
