HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 410 – It is proposed to layout and furnish an outside dining area at 322 E 3rd St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Polk Street Development Assoc / Molinari Mangia LLC dba Molinari’s
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to layout and furnish an outside dining area at 322 E 3rd St. was presented by Fran Molinari.
2. The large outdoor dining area is not in the city right of way.
3. There will be 8 tables and 32 chairs. 
4. The proposed tables will be approximately 48” round or square rust proof aluminum frame tables with an aged bronze color powder-coated finish. 
5. The chairs will match the tables in design and finish and, if they have cushions, the fabric must be Sunbrella or similar in neutral color.  
6. Smooth concrete planter boxes will surround the seating area. 
7. The Historic Officer must be consulted with the final selection of tables, chairs, and planters which may differ slightly in detail from the above.
8. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
