HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 411 – It is proposed to install signs at 11 E 4th St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Nicholas & Sandra Tsiounis / M Y Khan & Family, LLC, t/a 
Sunrise Convenience Store
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signs at 11 E 4th St. was presented by Howard Lieberman and the new tenant of the retail space.
2. The new sign to be located at the top of the front window will be approximately 104” w x 21.5” h and will read “Sunrise Convenience Store” in gold lettering on a green background.  
3. The sign will be a laminated graphic print on an alumalite panel.  
4. The sign will be mounted in such a way that the storefront framing and brick façade will not be damaged by fasteners.  Fasteners must be located in mortar joints and not into brick faces.

5. Vinyl lettering for the door will be modified to include the street number in the door transom and only the store name and hours on the door. 
6. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
