HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 412 – It is proposed to renovate the front façade that was damaged by an auto crash at 25 E 3rd St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Jon Clark
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the front façade that was damaged by an auto crash at 25 E 3rd St. was presented by Jon Clark and Christine Ussler.
2. The existing 2 x 2 tile will be removed and the storefront framing and glass extended upward to the first terra cotta band to form transom windows.  

3. The transom windows will be glazed with dark spandrel glass.  

4. New tile will be installed below the windows, above the door, and inside the door return.  

5. Tile was determined to be a historically appropriate finish for the storefront.  The tile selection will be as presented to the HCC.

6. The frost proof tile will be set with a tight joint.
7. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
