HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 422 – It is proposed to replace the second floor windows at 321 E. 4th St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Touchstone Theatre / Lisa Jordan

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the second floor windows at 321 E. 4th St. was presented by Lisa Jordan.
2. The transom windows will be replaced with a similar style, red aluminum clad wood Harvey Majesty awning or fixed windows with 7/8” simulated divided lights to recall the existing.  

3. New casement windows may replace the existing 3 sets of casements below the awning windows.  They will have the same Harvey Majesty aluminum clad finish in red.
4.  The existing door opening will not be altered as proposed.  The existing door will be restored or replaced with a new slab door that is non-operable.  If replaced the new door must match the old in style.  

5. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
