HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 425 – It is proposed to install a sign at 833 E. 4th St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: Fernando Lopes / Ellen Larmer

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a sign at 833 E. 4th St. was presented by Ellen Larmer.
2. The sign will read “Lopes Seafood & Mini Market” and will be an oval projecting sign.    
3. The new sign will replaced the existing box sign and may be illuminated with external spot lights similar to those used at 97 W. Broad St.  The lights must be approved by the Historic Officer.  
4. The new sign will be mounted slightly lower on the façade than the existing box sign.  There should be approximately 6”-8” of siding below the bottom of the sign.
5. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
