CASE # 428 – It is proposed to install window signs at 23 E 4th St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Frederick Belforti / Zoharr Pizarro

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Loush and seconded by Mr. Lader adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install window signs at 23 E 4th St. was presented by Zoharr Pizarro.

2. A new 33” x 36” sign with logo will be installed on the front storefront glass.  The Final Touch logo will be white with brown lettering and have a red, white, and blue barber pole image.  The lettering under the logo reading “Barber Shop” will be white or brown with white outline.  

3. The shop hours and a barber pole image will be installed on the side storefront glass.  The lettering for the hours will be white instead of red as show in the rendering.  

4. A 14” x 15” “Final Touch” logo in white will be placed on the entrance door.

5. All signage must meet zoning regulations.

6. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
