CASE # 440 – It is proposed to install a sign at 320 W. 4th St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: Herbert Shellenberger

1. The proposal to install a sign at 320 W. 4th St. was presented by Herbert Shellenberger.
2. The sign will be an 8’ x 2’ x 1/2” MDO sign reading “Herbert G. Shellenberger, Auctioneer” in gold lettering with a red shadow on the name on a black background.  
3. The sign will be aligned on the left side with door frame and spaced down from the projecting storefront level cornice approximately 6”.

4. External gooseneck lighting may be added above the sign.  A cut sheet showing the proposed light fixture must be submitted to Historic Officer for approval.
