1. The proposal to install signs on front of the building at 827 E. 4th Street was presented by Jizhen Fan.
2. The window sign will read “Healing Touch, Oriental Massage” with the telephone number. “Healing Touch” will be curved at the top with “oriental massage” and the phone number centered below (as sketched at the meeting).
3. The sign will be in white vinyl lettering with red outline.  
4. There will be no signs in the window transoms.
5. The sign will be no more than 40% of the area of the window glass as required by zoning.

7. An “OPEN” sign may be placed in the storefront window centered below the new vinyl sign.  The sign may not flash or blink.
