CASE # 521 – It is proposed to replace the windows on the rear of the building and install muntins on the side windows to recall the original window configuration at 29 E. Third St.
OWNER/APPLICANT: Bank of America Corp / Gilbane Building Co
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The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the windows on the rear of the building and install muntins on the side windows to recall the original window configuration at 29 E. Third St. was presented by Gilbane Building Co.
2. The rear wood windows will be replaced with new aluminum windows with muntin patterns to recall the existing muntin patterns of the wood windows. 

3. The security bars on the rear windows will be removed.
4. The side windows, replaced in c. 1970-1980, will have muntins applied to the exterior of the glass to recall the original divided light windows.
5. Both the rear and the side windows and muntins will be brush painted.  
6. The front wood windows will be repaired and repainted in a lighter color (to match the side and back windows) so that the windows are more visible. 

7. Shop drawings of the muntin patterns, sizes, and cross sections must be submitted to the City for review by the Historic Officer for conformance to the intent of the Commission.
8. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
