The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to paint the exterior of the building at 119-123 E. Third Street was presented by Joseph Pearl and William Eaton.
2. The pressed metal cornice, window sashes and trim, storefront stucco may be painted as proposed.  The Historic Officer can recommend colors if the applicant is interested.

3. The brick, stone, and terra cotta façade will be cleaned to reveal its original beauty.  It is recommended to clean the façade with low pressure water washes, brushes, and historically appropriate detergents, if needed.  The pressure should not exceed 400 psi.

4. Preservation Brief #1 must be consulted on the cleaning of the façade.  No abrasive methods may be used.

5. The existing awnings may be removed.

6. It was agreed that the existing signage band cornice detail could be changed to create better proportions.  The Historic Officer offered to assist with design suggestions if desired.  Any changes would need to be reviewed by the Historic Commission.
7. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
