The Pennsylvania Department of Transportation will be replacing a bridge on Hecktown Road (S.R. 2027 Section 000) located in Bethlehem Township in Northampton County.  The City owns and operates water distribution infrastructure along this roadway.  The bridge project will require relocation of a portion of our water distribution facilities. 

The City will enter into a reimbursement agreement with PennDOT whereby PennDOT will reimburse the City for seventy-five percent (75%) of the total cost to relocate the water facilities.   PennDOT regulations require the local governing body to enact a resolution authorizing the Mayor to submit the request for reimbursement and subsequently enter into an agreement with PennDOT.   Attached is the resolution for Council’s consideration.
