AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM,

COUNTIES OF LEHIGH AND NORTHAMPTON,

COMMONWEALTH OF PENNSYLVANIA, AMENDING

ARTICLE 909 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF

THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM TITLED

“SIDEWALKS, CURBS, GUTTERS AND DRIVEWAYS”
THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM HEREBY ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.  That Article 909 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Bethlehem, titled “Sidewalks, Curbs, Gutters and Driveways”, Section 909.06, titled “Driveway and Sidewalk Construction Permit and Fee”, Subsection (a), titled “Driveway”, which reads as follows:

909.06

DRIVEWAY AND SIDEWALK CONSTRUCTION PERMIT AND FEE.

(a)
Driveway. Any person desiring to construct a private driveway within a public right-of-way from the paved cartway to his property line (street line) shall obtain a permit from the Department of Public Works and pay to the City Treasurer a fee of fifty dollars ($50.00).  Plans and specifications for such work shall be approved by the City Engineer, and all work shall be subject to his inspection and approval.  All work shall conform to City standards.  This permit shall be valid for a period of ninety (90) days from the date of issue and no work shall be done after the permit has expired.
Shall be amended to read as follows:

909.06

DRIVEWAY AND SIDEWALK CONSTRUCTION PERMIT AND FEE.

(a)
Driveway. Any person desiring to construct a private driveway within a public right-of-way from the paved cartway to his property line (street line) shall obtain a permit from the Department of Public Works and pay to the City Treasurer a fee of fifty dollars ($50.00) for residential driveways and one hundred dollars ($100.00) for commercial driveways.  Plans and specifications for such work shall be approved by the City Engineer, and all work shall be subject to his inspection and approval.  All work shall conform to City standards.  This permit shall be valid for a period of ninety (90) days from the date of issue and no work shall be done after the permit has expired.
SECTION 2.  That all Ordinances and parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith be, and the same are hereby repealed.
