AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM,

COUNTIES OF LEHIGH AND NORTHAMPTON,

COMMONWEALTH OF PENNSYLVANIA, AMENDING

ARTICLE 921 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF

THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM TITLED

“SANITARY SEWER REGULATIONS”
THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM HEREBY ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.  That Article 921 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Bethlehem, titled “Sanitary Sewer Regulations”, Section 921.04, titled “Permits”, Subsection (a) which reads as follows:

921.04

PERMITS.

(a)
There shall be two classes of building sewer permits:

(1)
For residential and commercial service; and

(2)
For service to establishments producing industrial wastes.


In either case, the property owner or his agent shall make application to the Department of Public Works, on a special form supplied for that specific purpose. A permit and inspection fee of fifty dollars ($50.00) for each class of building sewer permit shall be paid to the City at the time the application is filed. The permit application may be required to be supplemented by any plans, specifications or other information considered pertinent in the judgment of the approving authority. Permit fees for excavating in the street or sidewalk area remain in force and shall be paid in addition to the building sewer permit. Other plumbing permits applicable to the residence or building shall be obtained from the Building and Plumbing Inspector's Office. A Sewer Connection Charge of one hundred dollars ($100.00) shall be paid in those cases where a sewer assessment has not been paid or exonerated.
Shall be amended to read as follows:

PERMITS.

(a)
There shall be two classes of building sewer permits:

(1)
For residential and commercial service; and

(2)
For service to establishments producing industrial wastes.


In either case, the property owner or his agent shall make application to the Department of Public Works, on a special form supplied for that specific purpose. A permit and inspection fee of fifty dollars ($50.00) for each residential building sewer permit and one hundred dollars ($100.00) for each commercial building sewer permit shall be paid to the City at the time the application is filed. The permit application may be required to be supplemented by any plans, specifications or other information considered pertinent in the judgment of the approving authority. Permit fees for excavating in the street or sidewalk area remain in force and shall be paid in addition to the building sewer permit. Other plumbing permits applicable to the residence or building shall be obtained from the Building and Plumbing Inspector's Office. A Sewer Connection Charge of one hundred dollars ($100.00) shall be paid in those cases where a sewer assessment has not been paid or exonerated.
SECTION 2.  That all Ordinances and parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith be, and the same are hereby repealed.
