· Description of project or scope of services to be provided: 

Professional services are required to perform inspections of three water tanks: (a) the 5 million gallon southwest storage tank, (b) 7 million gallon clearwell at the filtration plant, and (c) 650,000 gallon backwash tank at filtration.  Inspection services include exterior inspection of tank structure, attachments and coating. Interior inspection is performed with a remote operated vehicle to evaluate coating, debris on bottom, and structural steel members. Deliverable will be a final report with observations and recommendations. 
· State the actual or estimated price to the City or the proposed Department budget allowance for the initial term; and state payment rate per unit of service if applicable:
