The estimated completion date is February 28, 2020.
· Description of project or scope of services to be provided: 

The City entered into a professional services agreement in June 2017 with Spotts, Stevens and McCoy (SSM) for the design of bar screen replacement at the WWTP which included an evaluation of the detritors only.   We have made a strategic decision to increase the scope of the project to include replacement of the detritor equipment downstream of the bar screens based on the results of that initial evaluation.  Bar screens filter out larger inorganic material such as plastics, metal, stones, rags, etc.  Detritors filter out smaller inorganic material such as grit, sand, and gravel. Efficient removal of this material protects all downstream equipment from damage.   This scope change will increase the estimated project cost by approximately $1 million. A sewer capital budget amendment will be made at the appropriate time to adjust fund accounts prior to publicly bidding the project.  SSM’s contract price will increase commensurate with the change in scope.

We anticipate this contract to be completed by February 28, 2020. 
· Maximum dollar value of all renewals provided for beyond the original term as if all renewals were exercised:
$142,000
· Reasons for recommendation of Administration and Council approval of contract:
The WSR Department has recommended proceeding with full design and upgrade of the four sets of detritors in addition to the four sets of bar screens at the WWTP. We believe this to be the prudent course of action based on initial design effort and evaluations performed to date.
